Snorkel in the calm turquoise waters as you explore the
underwater beauty up close. Please note: This excursion
is weather-dependent.

Tortuguero National Park is known for its serene
network of canals that wind through the tropical
rainforest. The best way to explore these waterways?
By kayak, of course! Take a boat to the local ranger
station to meet up with a naturalist guide and board
your kayak, which is specially designed to navigate the
waterways. You'll paddle through natural canals,
lagoons, and hidden coves while learning about the lush
flora and fauna found in the rainforest. Keep your eyes
peeled for wildlife, like river otters and manatees, and
admire the scenery as you paddle to portions of the
park only accessible by kayak. After your tour, travel
back to your hotel by boat.
